Code of Student Conduct
Art. 1

The European University of Roma (UER) is a private university of Catholic inspiration, legally recognized by the Italian State and based on the principles of human dignity and love for your neighbor.
UER students commit themselves to live their study experience in obedience to the following principles: integral formation, including the dimension of humanities, and directing themselves to build a better society.
The rules of this code are an expression of the UER mission, giving the students the guidelines for their behavior.

Art. 2
The student’s behavior, inside the UER site, should reflect the UER ideals:

comply with the rules of good conduct and in accord with Italian law, be suited to the nature and academic aim of UER and demonstrate respect for the academic institution, including its teaching, administrative and technical staff. 
Art. 3
Disciplinary actions will be taken in the following cases:

a) Entrance at  UER in a drunken state or being under the effects of drugs; 
b) Carrying, dealing or offering to others - inside the UER site - drugs;

c) Lying, forgery, use of false certification, including asking others to sign for your presence in class.
Any criminal or administrative misconduct is considered a disciplinary violation, if perpetrated, performed and executed inside the UER site or in respect to other UER students.

Art. 4
It’s forbidden to the students any activity, which can disturb the line of the academic activities, deteriorate the UER structure, furniture and equipment or bother teachers, staff or other students.
During the lessons, the use of cellular phones and other electronic devices is not allowed.
Art. 5
It’s forbidden to borrow books and other academic materials from the library without permission of the library director or appropriate professor. Also, students may not download software from UER computers.
Art. 6
The student must dress appropriately, respecting the academic institution, their fellow students, and their own dignity. Students are not allowed to bring food, drinks, or pets to lectures. Also, they may not smoke inside the UER enclosed space.
Art. 7
Any violation of the present code rules will be sanctioned through the following: 

a) Warning
b) Suspension
c) Expulsion
In case of damage, deterioration or soil of equipment and/or furniture, the guilty student is bound to pay for its replacement.

Disciplinary sanctions will be noted in the student’s private file and will be considered in their final grade.
